Maybe you put down being 

nice, not hurting someone 

because you are angry, or 

just plain kindness.

Colored Paper (red and white work best) 

Scissors  

Pen  

Glue

1 can (21 ounces) cherry pie filling  

1 cup Original Bisquick® mix  

1/4 cup milk  

1 tablespoon sugar  

1 tablespoon butter or margarine, softened  

 

Spread pie filling in ungreased 1 1/2-quart casserole dish. Place in 

cold oven. Heat oven to 400ºF; let heat 10 minutes. Remove pan 

from oven. While pie filling is heating, stir remaining ingredients un-

til soft dough forms. Drop by 6 spoonfuls onto warm pie filling.
