Raising Kids — God’s Way

Proverbs 22:6 — “Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.”

Our Goal in Parenting:
What are your goals for your children?

Proverbs 22:6 — “Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.”
A better translation of this verse is: “If you bring up the child in his way, when he is old he will not depart
from it.” Does this verse promise good children if you are good parents? — No!

What is your child’s natural bent? (See Romans 3:9-12)
They are naturally bent to do evil. That is the way they are automatically headed without any help!

What are God’s goals for your children?
1. That they be saved. (See 1 Timothy 2:4)

2. That they be Christ-like (See Romans 8:28-29)

What should your goals be for your children?
Our goal should be their salvation and that they become Christ-like. Other things are minor details!

Can you guarantee that your children will turn out right? (See Proverbs 4:3-7)
Our job is to teach them truth and set a good example before them. They must choose for themselves!

Our Model for Parenting:
God is the Father of the saved (See Galatians 4:6)

God is seeking to bring His children to Spiritual Maturity (See Romans 8:28-29)
God is a good model of parenting (See Hebrews 12:4-11)

What parental traits do we see in Hebrews 12:4-11?
e Hebrews 12:6 — Discipline
e Hebrews 12:6 — Love
e Hebrews 12:10-11 — Teaching

Our Roles in Parenting:
Fathers
There are more passages in Scripture concerning the Father’s interaction with the children than the mothers!

As the head of the household, the father is responsible for their godly upbringing. (See Ephesians 6:4)

What does Ephesians 6:4 teach that a Father is responsible for?
e Nurture — Discipline (Correction)
e Admonition — Instruction (putting into the mind or building inner convictions)

Mothers
Does Ephesians 6:4 include mothers or are they off the hook? (See Mark 3:25)
Not at all. They must be working together for the children to have the best chance!

What do these passages teach that a woman should be doing?
e Proverbs 31:1 — Teaching
e 2 Timothy 1:5 — Set forth an example for them to follow
e Proverbs 19:18 - Disciplining

Working Together
What is the best way to provoke your children to wrath, as is mentioned in Ephesians 6:4? (See Mark 3:25)
A lack of consistency between parents and unclear expectations frustrate children.

Suggestion: A great way to bring yourselves together is to pray for your children together!
